Failure to complete these responsibilities on an annual basis, allowing your unweighted grade point average to fall below the required 3.5, and/or violating the Westfield Honor Code are all grounds for probation/expulsion from National Honor Society.
Applications are reviewed and held to the highest of standards. The Westfield NHS committee feels very strongly that students represent our dedication to academic excellence, as well as service to our school and broader community.
